“Insulation and vapor barriers
are required when using climate control units. The de-
sign must also incorporate woods that are tolerant of
humidity, moisture, and resistant to shrinkage”

Most wine closets and cellars are constructed us-
ing redwood and mahogany, and avoid using woods
like cedar that have a strong odor.

Of course, the winter months are a great time to
consider an upgrade for those old closet spaces. By
the time spring and summer roll around again, you’ll
be ready with that stunning wardrobe and a perfectly
aged bottle of wine to enjoy with friends or family. U
